[1] Nomination Letter by a Proposer
The letter should include the following information:
     - Name and Position of a Candidate
- Information about the Award Paper
Names of All Authors
     Paper Title
     STC of the presented session
     Date and Place of the General Assembly
- Confirmation of a “Principal Author”
- Reason for Nomination in Full Details
Scientific and technical value of the paper
          New aspects, new results, and originality of the paper
Qualification of the candidate and any other relevant information
     
[2] Candidate’s Curriculum Vitae
Curriculum Vitae should include the following information as much as possible:
- Personal Data
          Name
          Current position and contact information
- Education 
	  Please include the date of obtention of PhD
- Employment
     - Research experiences (Research fields)
     - CIRP affiliation
     - Honors
- List of Publications
     - Any other relevant information
